 The City Manager shall have authority, in his discretion, to is authorized to require 
that separate containers be provided for garbage and rubbish and to provide further 
specifications as to the type of such containers. 
 
(B) It shall be the duty of each householder to store all household wastes created 
between collection dates in a safe and sanitary manner within or outside of such premises 
or the part thereof occupied by the householder.  All garbage, rubbish and yard waste 
created upon the  premises must  be placed  in the containers  prescribed in  C.O. § 
935.02(A). 
 
(C) Containers or materials shall not be placed at the street for pickup earlier than one 
(1) hour before sunset the day prior to the regularly scheduled pickup day.  All containers 
must be removed from their pickup location by 8:00 7:00 a.m. the day after the regularly 
scheduled pickup date.  All garbage, rubbish, yard waste and recyclables must be ready for 
collection no later than 8:00 a.m. of the regularly scheduled pickup day.  The householder 
must provide unobstructed access to the pickup location. 
 
(D) In the case of multi-unit apartments or condominiums, it shall be the duty of the 
owner of the building to ensure that the requirements of this Chapter are met upon the 
property. 
 
§935.03 UNLAWFUL DISPOSAL OF GARBAGE OR RUBBISH 
 
It shall be unlawful for any person to keep, place or deposit garbage or rubbish on any 
ground or premises whatsoever, except in the manner designated herein. 
 
It shall be unlawful for any person to place or deposit garbage, rubbish or yard wastes in 
containers intended for the use of others without the express permission of the owner of 
said container.  
  
It shall be unlawful for any person to throw or deposit any garbage or rubbish, or cause the 
same to be thrown or deposited upon any street, park or other public place, or upon the 
property of another, where rats, mice, dogs, cats or other animals can feed thereon. 
 
It shall be unlawful to combine yard waste and household waste in one container. 
 
§935.04 UNLAWFUL ACCUMULATION OF GARBAGE AND RUBBISH 
 
It shall be unlawful for any person to allow garbage to accumulate upon his premises for a 
longer period of time than that expiring between two (2) consecutive collection dates, 
unless specific provisions are made to eliminate noxious odors, rodents and insects. 
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
